· Sustainability appraisal (Cold Hiendley to Woodlesford) key facts:

· 10.8m long viaduct

· Estimated 209 affected dwellings

· No more noisy than ambient road noise

· 98 dwellings could be eligible for noise insulation

· 89 dwellings within 100m

Actions
1.   Freedom of Information

Need to submit a FoI, including for the following information:

· Which dwellings are those identified as at risk of suffering ‘significant’ noise nuisance during construction;

· Which are the 89 dwellings within 100m of the line (Cold Hiendley to Woodlesford)

· Grade II Swillington bridge has a 7.5 ton weight limit, what impact 

· An estimated 13,200 jobs could be supported by the new Leeds station, how has this figure been arrived at

· It is estimated that the new Leeds station could support 1,700 housing units, how has this figure been derived, what assumptions have been made in order to calculate this figure  
· The spur into Leeds would ‘directly affect’ the grade II listed Swillington Bridge.  In what way would it be affected?  How has this been assessed?

Invite city councillors to come and have a look at the area and where the line is proposed to go.
